THE CONFESSION AND FOOTWASHING

 disciples by washing their feet, an act of humble service. He taught that strength and growth in the life of 
 the Kingdom of God come not by power, authority, or even miracle, but by such lowly service, and he 
 commanded us to follow his example by washing one another’s feet. 

 When Simon Peter exclaimed, “Lord, not my feet only but also my hands and my head,” our Lord replied, 
 “the one who has bathed does not need to wash, except for his feet.” �erefore, let us who have been 
 baptized into the death of our Lord Jesus Christ draw near with faith, and make our humble confession to 
 Almighty God seeking God’s comfort and forgiveness before we seek to o�er service to one another.
