Read: James 1:19-20, Proverbs 29:11

2. Abigail spoke wisdom into David’s anger.
Why is it often difficult to receive correction when we feel justified?

Read: Proverbs 9:9-10, Proverbs 12:15, Psalm 141:5

3. David recognized that the LORD sent Abigail.
Who are the wise voices God has placed in your life?

Read: Proverbs 27:5-6, John 10:27

of wounded pride, or am | responding in the wisdom of God? Pray that the Holy Spirit
would guide you in His wisdom.
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
