Where would I do 
that? You can park in the gravel area of the field; this will be closer for you than parking 
in the parking stalls. We will make people aware of this as we remind them of the event 
and hopefully only people who need it will park there. 
 
Unfortunately, 
no, due to this being outside we cannot offer this as an online event.
