Scripture Readings

The First Reading Leviticus 16:20-22, 29-34

“When Aaron has finished making atonement for the Most Holy Place,
the tent of meeting and the altar, he shall bring forward the live goat. He
is to lay both hands on the head of the live goat and confess over it all
the wickedness and rebellion of the Israelites—all their sins—and put
them on the goat’s head. He shall send the goat away into the
wilderness in the care of someone appointed for the task. The goat will
carry on itself all their sins to a remote place; and the man shall release
it in the wilderness.

“This is to be a lasting ordinance for you: On the tenth day of the
seventh month you must deny vyourselves and not do any
work—whether native-born or a foreigner residing among you—
because on this day atonement will be made for you, to cleanse you.
Then, before the Lorb, you will be clean from all your sins. It is a day of
sabbath rest, and you must deny yourselves; it is a lasting ordinance.
The priest who is anointed and ordained to succeed his father as high
priest is to make atonement. He is to put on the sacred linen garments
and make atonement for the Most Holy Place, for the tent of meeting
and the altar, and for the priests and all the members of the community.
“This is to be a lasting ordinance for you: Atonement is to be made
once a year for all the sins of the Israelites.” And it was done, as the
Lorp commanded Moses.

The Second Reading 2 Peter 3:8-13

But do not forget this one thing, dear friends: With the Lord a day is like
a thousand years, and a thousand years are like a day. The Lord is not
slow in keeping his promise, as some understand slowness. Instead he
is patient with you, not wanting anyone to perish, but everyone to come
to repentance. But the day of the Lord will come like a thief. The
heavens will disappear with a roar; the elements will be destroyed by
fire, and the earth and everything done in it will be laid bare. Since
everything will be destroyed in this way, what kind of people ought you
to be? You ought to live holy and godly lives as you look forward to the
day of God and speed its coming. That day will bring about the
destruction of the heavens by fire, and the elements will melt in the
heat. But in keeping with his promise we are looking forward to a new
heaven and a new earth, where righteousness dwells.
