Scripture Readings
The First Reading Exodus 16:11-30

The Lorp said to Moses, “| have heard the grumbling of the Israelites.
Tell them, ‘At twilight you will eat meat, and in the morning you will be
filled with bread. Then you will know that | am the Lorp your God.” That
evening quail came and covered the camp, and in the morning there
was a layer of dew around the camp. When the dew was gone, thin
flakes like frost on the ground appeared on the desert floor. When the
Israelites saw it, they said to each other, “What is it?” For they did not
know what it was. Moses said to them, “It is the bread the Lorp has
given you to eat. This is what the Lorp has commanded: ‘Everyone is to
gather as much as they need. Take an omer for each person you have
in your tent.” The Israelites did as they were told; some gathered much,
some little. And when they measured it by the omer, the one who
gathered much did not have too much, and the one who gathered little
did not have too little. Everyone had gathered just as much as they
needed. Then Moses said to them, “No one is to keep any of it until
morning.” However, some of them paid no attention to Moses; they kept
part of it until morning, but it was full of maggots and began to smell. So
Moses was angry with them. Each morning everyone gathered as much
as they needed, and when the sun grew hot, it melted away.



On the sixth day, they gathered twice as much—two omers for each
person—and the leaders of the community came and reported this to
Moses. He said to them, “This is what the Loro commanded: ‘“Tomorrow
is to be a day of sabbath rest, a holy sabbath to the Lorp. So bake what
you want to bake and boil what you want to boil. Save whatever is left
and keep it until morning.” So they saved it until morning, as Moses
commanded, and it did not stink or get maggots in it. “Eat it today,”
Moses said, “because today is a sabbath to the Lorbp. You will not find
any of it on the ground today. Six days you are to gather it, but on the
seventh day, the Sabbath, there will not be any.” Nevertheless, some of
the people went out on the seventh day to gather it, but they found
none. Then the Lorb said to Moses, “How long will you refuse to keep
my commands and my instructions? Bear in mind that the Lorp has
given you the Sabbath; that is why on the sixth day he gives you bread
for two days. Everyone is to stay where they are on the seventh day; no
one is to go out.” So the people rested on the seventh day.

The Second Reading Revelation 2:12-17

“To the angel of the church in Pergamum write: These are the words of
him who has the sharp, double-edged sword. | know where you
live—where Satan has his throne. Yet you remain true to my name. You
did not renounce your faith in me, not even in the days of Antipas, my
faithful witness, who was put to death in your city—where Satan lives.
Nevertheless, | have a few things against you: There are some among
you who hold to the teaching of Balaam, who taught Balak to entice the
Israelites to sin so that they ate food sacrificed to idols and committed
sexual immorality. Likewise, you also have those who hold to the
teaching of the Nicolaitans. Repent therefore! Otherwise, | will soon
come to you and will fight against them with the sword of my mouth.



Whoever has ears, let them hear what the Spirit says to the churches.
To the one who is victorious, | will give some of the hidden manna. | will
also give that person a white stone with a new name written on it,
known only to the one who receives it.”
