Bow your head. Offer God your prayers. We serve a mighty God who chooses to come low and hear
them.

This week in Children’s Worship we finished learning about Communion and Jesus’ invitation
to the table. Over the past few weeks the kids explored three important parts of communion:
 • The Invitation – Jesus invites everyone to come to His table.
 • The Bread – The bread reminds us of Jesus’ body given for us.
 • The Cup – The cup reminds us of Jesus’ love poured out for us.

We talked about how, during the Last Supper (Luke 22:19–20), Jesus shared bread and a cup
with His disciples and explained that these would help His followers remember Him and His
love for us.

The children learned that communion isn’t just about the bread and the cup — it’s about
remembering that Jesus loves us and invites us to belong with Him. 

Questions to Ask at Home
 1. What does the bread remind us of when we take communion?
 2. What does the cup remind us about Jesus and His love for us?
