Dan Hill is a member of the Cayuga Nation and plays traditional Native American music on wooden flutes that he has carved himself. Dan has played for our services at least the past two years. We would like to acknowledge this gathering is being held on  the traditional lands of the Onondaga Nation. The Onondaga Nation is a member of the Haudenosaunee (Ho de no shaw’ nee) Confederacy – people of the Longhouse, which is an alliance of Native Nations united for hundreds of years by law, traditions, beliefs, and cultural values. The Haudenosaunee consist of the Mohawk, Oneida, Onondaga, Cayuga, Seneca and Tuscarora nations. We are thankful for the gifts they have brought to this land and pay our respects to Elders both past and present.
