And what has the ink been written on?  So is relationship building is important? 

 

Confidence and Competent in God 

2 Corinthians 3:4-6   What does this New Covenant bring?  2 Corinthians 3:17; Ephesians 3:12; Hebrews 4:16  

 

What does “of the letter” mean to Paul?  The letter kills but the Spirit gives life?  Galatians 3:10-14 

Romans 7:6-12; 1 Timothy 1:8-11; Romans 8:3-10; 11:33 

 

Is Paul telling us that the Old Testament is not important?  Is there no value in the law? Romans 3:20, 31;
