This summer, I will be traveling to Eswatini (formerly Swaziland) with a team of 29
young adults from Capo Beach Church. For 12 days, we will be serving at our
Thembeni Carepoint, where our church has been planting seeds of hope since 2007.

The photo to the left shows a 40-foot shipping container filled with building supplies and
playground equipment— just one example of how our church has invested in this

. community. Over the past 15 years, students and volunteers have helped build much of the
'5' Carepoint, including a drinking well, kitchen, medical hut, church building, and
playground. Today, approximately 190 children —many of them AIDS orphans—
come daily for meals, mentorship, and encouragement.

With our team’s arrival, a lively winter camp will spring to life, filling the Carepoint with
joy, laughter, learning, and the hope of Jesus.

During our time there, we will also travel daily to local schools to:

After school visits, we’ll spend our afternoons working on construction projects at the
Carepoint and in the surrounding community.

Then, as the children return from school, we will lead VBS-style outreach, filled with
interactive lessons, songs, and mentorship. At the end of each day, small groups of us will
id visit the homes of Carepoint children who are suffering from malnutrition and extreme
¥ poverty. We will pray with their families, build relationships, and provide a month’s
