13Now therefore, if I 
have found favor in your sight, please show me now your ways, that I may know 
you in order to find favor in your sight. Consider too that this nation is your 
people.” 14And he said, “My presence will go with you, and I will give you rest.” 
15And he said to him, “If your presence will not go with me, do not bring us up 
from here. 16For how shall it be known that I have found favor in your sight, I and 
your people? Is it not in your going with us, so that we are distinct, I and your 
people, from every other people on the face of the earth?” 
 17And the LORD said to Moses, “This very thing that you have spoken I will do, 
for you have found favor in my sight, and I know you by name.” 18Moses said,

and I will cover you with my hand until I have passed by. 23Then I will take away 
my hand, and you shall see my back, but my face shall not be seen.”

 8Philip said to him, “Lord, show us the Father, and it is enough for us.” 9Jesus 
said to him, “Have I been with you so long, and you still do not know me, Philip? 
Whoever has seen me has seen the Father. How can you say, ‘Show us the 
Father’? 10Do you not believe that I am in the Father and the Father is in me? 
The words that I say to you I do not speak on my own authority, but the Father 
who dwells in me does his works. 11Believe me that I am in the Father and the 
Father is in me, or else believe on account of the works themselves. 
 12“Truly, truly, I say to you, whoever believes in me will also do the works that I 
do; and greater works than these will he do, because I am going to the Father. 
13Whatever you ask in my name, this I will do, that the Father may be glorified in 
the Son. 14If you ask me anything in my name, I will do it.
