 10Finally, be strong in the Lord and in the strength of his might. 11Put on the 
whole armor of God, that you may be able to stand against the schemes of the 
devil. 12For we do not wrestle against flesh and blood, but against the rulers, 
against the authorities, against the cosmic powers over this present darkness, 
against the spiritual forces of evil in the heavenly places. 13Therefore take up the 
whole armor of God, that you may be able to withstand in the evil day, and 
having done all, to stand firm. 14Stand therefore, having fastened on the belt of 
truth, and having put on the breastplate of righteousness, 15and, as shoes for 
your feet, having put on the readiness given by the gospel of peace. 16In all 
circumstances take up the shield of faith, with which you can extinguish all the 
flaming darts of the evil one; 17and take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of 
the Spirit, which is the word of God, 18praying at all times in the Spirit, with all 
prayer and supplication. To that end keep alert with all perseverance, making 
supplication for all the saints, 19and also for me, that words may be given to me in 
opening my mouth boldly to proclaim the mystery of the gospel, 20for which I am 
an ambassador in chains, that I may declare it boldly, as I ought to speak.

Holy Gospel Matthew 4:1–11 
P The Holy Gospel according to St. Matthew, the fourth chapter. 
C Glory to You, O Lord. 
  
 1Then Jesus was led up by the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted by the 
devil. 2And after fasting forty days and forty nights, he was hungry. 3And the 
tempter came and said to him, “If you are the Son of God, command these 
stones to become loaves of bread.” 4But he answered, “It is written, 

“‘Man shall not live by bread alone, 
 but by every word that comes from the mouth of God.’” 

5Then the devil took him to the holy city and set him on the pinnacle of the temple 
6and said to him, “If you are the Son of God, throw yourself down, for it is written, 



“‘He will command his angels concerning you,’ 

and 

“‘On their hands they will bear you up, 
 lest you strike your foot against a stone.’” 

7Jesus said to him, “Again it is written, ‘You shall not put the Lord your God to the 
test.’” 8Again, the devil took him to a very high mountain and showed him all the 
kingdoms of the world and their glory. 9And he said to him, “All these I will give 
you, if you will fall down and worship me.” 10Then Jesus said to him, “Be gone, 
Satan! For it is written, 

“‘You shall worship the Lord your God 
 and him only shall you serve.’” 

11Then the devil left him, and behold, angels came and were ministering to him.
