They believe that you can pray more
effectively if you are in close proximi-
ty to the people and the area where
they live.

You will not find any Scriptural basis for “prayer walking.” While there is nothing wrong with walking and
praying (I do this almost every day; people in biblical times traveled on foot a lot and many probably prayed
while walking) to think that praying in close proximity to a specific location while walking is more effective
than prayers offered at a distance is not Scriptural.
