They will also support families in key
milestones like Salvation, Baptism, and spiritual growth, equipping parents to
disciple their children beyond Sunday services.

The ideal candidate is a passionate and adaptable leader who thrives in relational
ministry, excels in teaching and organization, and is committed to helping the next
generation take their next steps with Jesus. This role will also provide logistical and
leadership support for volunteers, ministry spaces, and special events, ensuring that
every child who walks through our doors experiences the love and truth of the
Gospel in a way that is both accessible and transformative.
