SERMON

“A Steadfast Church Confesses the Lordship of Jesus in the Workplace” | Colossians 3:22-4:1

APPLYING GoD’s WORD:
Now that you have heard God's Word taught, it is time to apply God's truths specifically to your own life (James 1:22).

1. Discuss the following statement: “If Christ is not the Lord of you personally, He will not be the
Lord of the church corporately.” Why is this a true statement? In what ways have you seen this
principle play out?

2. Why is it difficult to live under the Lordship of Jesus in the workplace? How can you obey
Colossians 3:22-4:1 better? Be specific.

3. How should the receiving of eternal reward at the Bema Seat motivate you to work for the
glory of Christ?

4. Meditate upon and memorize Colossians 3:23-24, “Whatever you do, do your work heartily,
as for the Lord rather than for men, knowing that from the Lord you will receive the reward of the
inheritance. It is the Lord Christ whom you serve.”

5. Pray the Passage: Spend time praying each verse for yourself and your testimony in your
workplace. If you are not working, pray this passage for a specific believer.
