And nothing 

will make you FREE like the Gospel. There is no past hurt that can’t 

be healed or addiction that can’t be broken or problem that can’t be 

overcome through the Gospel. If you’re not astonished by the 

Gospel, then you don’t know the Gospel.

The Gospel is… 

A Power that gets a __________________  

V6a “I am astonished that you are so quickly deserting him who called you in the 

grace of Christ…”  Rom1:16; Heb4:12; Gal2:20 

“Grace of Christ” is a synonym for the gospel. 

“Called” = Gr. kaleo – it is more than an invitation, it’s an intervention. 

 

 

A Message That _________________________ 

V7 “some who…want to distort the gospel of Christ…”  Eph2:8-9; James1:9-10 

“Distort” = means to reverse, to change the order. 

 

 

A Truth that ______________________  

Vv8-9 “But even if we or an angel from heaven should preach to you a gospel 

contrary to the one we preached to you, let him be accursed…”  

Vv11-12 “I received this Gospel through a revelation of Jesus Christ”
