DAY 2

Read Joshua 1:1-9

Say hello to the sixth book of the Bible, Joshua! Moses
has died, and God’s people have been waiting for 40
years to enter the Promised Land. It was time for them
to finally go into the land God had promised them. And
with Moses gone, they needed a new leader—Joshua!

As you read Joshua 1:1-9, Joshua had some huge tasks, a
lot of people, and a big role to fill with Moses gone. The
Lord didn’t just send Joshua a message like, “Well, bud, I
hope you figure it out.” No way! The Lord spoke so clearly

to Joshua.

DAY 3

Read Joshua 2

Joshua sent out spies to scout out the land the Lord was
giving them. A woman who lived in Jericho showed so
much kindness to them and let them stay at her place so
they wouldn’t get caught! In Joshua 2:12, Rahab in return
asked them to show kindness to her and her family.

In Joshua 2:11, Rahab said: “The Lord your God is the
God who rules in heaven above and on the earth below.”
Because of Rahab’s belief in God and her kindness to the

spies, God saved her family.

Rahab is a huge part of God’s big story—the plan He had
from the beginning. She was even mentioned as one of the

main people of faith in the New Testament in Hebrews 11.

Another amazing fact is this: Open your Bible to Matthew
1. The beginning of this chapter shows all the family that
came before Jesus. Go to verse 5. Whose name do you see
there?

Rahab wasn’t a perfect person, but she chose to put her
faith in God and show kindness to others.

DAY 4

Read Joshua 6

It was now time for God’s people to go into the promised
land He had promised them. Rahab and her family were
saved (see verses 22-23)! The spies kept their promise to
save them.

Rahab was kind; the spies were kind. Kindness matters.
Always.

Grab a piece of paper, cut it into strips, write down
something kind you can do on each strip, write as many as
you want, it can be a very simple thing, or a bigger thing!
Kindness goes a long way, especially if you do it with the
right heart. Put all the strips in a jar, box, or envelope, and
after school each day, grab a strip of paper and go and do it!

Here are some ideas for you!

»  Send a nice text or a note to a friend.

»  Pickup trash around the neighborhood.

+  Pray for someone.

» Invite someone to play who’s usually left out.
+ Do achore at home without being asked.

»  Tell a family member three things you love about
them.

DAY 5

Read Ephesians 4:32

Often, it takes courage to be kind. How can you treat others
the way you want to be treated? Jesus said in Matthew 22:38:
“Love your neighbor as you love yourself.” In Luke 6:31,

Jesus said: “Do to others as you want them to do to you.”

Here’s the thing—it takes courage to stand up for someone,

to even write a nice note. But it’s so worth it to live like this.

Think about Jesus. He is the ultimate example of kindness.
He got on a cross and died for you, so you didn’t have to.
How kind.

Having courage and being kind go so well together.

Today, can you ask the Lord to help you in this? Do you need
more courage? Do you need some kindness? The Lord can
help you. A good first step is asking for help, and a good

second step is following Jesus.

Like Ephesians 4:32 says, you can start today being kind and
tender to one another and forgiving others, just as Christ has
forgiven you.
