Discuss the difference between trying hard to behave 
correctly and relying on the Lord to do a work in you as you trust in 
Him.

 Read James 5:7-9: What is so hard about waiƟng on the Lord?  

What is produced while we wait?  What is the fruit we are waiƟng 
for?  Is it worth it?  Explain.  What may need to be strengthened in 
your heart so you may more faithfully wait?
