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MAIJOR EVENTS OF THE FLOOD

1. God KEPT HIS WORD.

Genesis 7 * Seven days from now | will send rain on the earth for forty days and forty nights, and | will wipe
from the face of the earth every living creature | have made.” > And Noah did all that the Lord commanded him.
6 Noah was six hundred years old when the floodwaters came on the earth. 7 And Noah and his sons and his
wife and his sons’ wives entered the ark to escape the waters of the flood. & Pairs of clean and unclean animals,
of birds and of all creatures that move along the ground, ° male and female, came to Noah and entered the
ark, as God had commanded Noah. 1° And after the seven days the floodwaters came on the earth. (NIV)

2. The flood KILLED every living thing on the earth.

Genesis 7 ¥ For forty days the flood kept coming on the earth, and as the waters increased they lifted the ark
high above the earth. 18 The waters rose and increased greatly on the earth, and the ark floated on the surface
of the water. ° They rose greatly on the earth, and all the high mountains under the entire heavens were
covered. ?° The waters rose and covered the mountains to a depth of more than fifteen cubits. 2! Every living
thing that moved on land perished—birds, livestock, wild animals, all the creatures that swarm over the earth,
and all mankind. ?2 Everything on dry land that had the breath of life in its nostrils died. 23 Every living thing on
the face of the earth was wiped out; people and animals and the creatures that move along the ground and
the birds were wiped from the earth. Only Noah was left, and those with him in the ark. 24 The waters flooded
the earth for a hundred and fifty days. (NIV)

3. God was FAITHFUL to Noah and his family.

“But God remembered Noah and all the wild animals and the livestock that were with him in the ark, and he
sent a wind over the earth, and the waters receded.” (Genesis 8:1, NIV)

4. Noah released birds to see if the EARTH WAS DRY.

Genesis 8° After forty days Noah opened a window he had made in the ark 7 and sent out a raven, and it kept
flying back and forth until the water had dried up from the earth. & Then he sent out a dove to see if the water
had receded from the surface of the ground. ° But the dove could find nowhere to perch because there was
water over all the surface of the earth; so it returned to Noah in the ark. He reached out his hand and took the
dove and brought it back to himself in the ark. 1° He waited seven more days and again sent out the dove from
the ark. 1 When the dove returned to him in the evening, there in its beak was a freshly plucked olive leaf!
Then Noah knew that the water had receded from the earth. 12 He waited seven more days and sent the dove
out again, but this time it did not return to him. (NIV)



5. Finally, the earth dried and everyone CAME OUT of the ark.

Genesis 8 13 By the first day of the first month of Noah’s six hundred and first year, the water had dried up from
the earth. Noah then removed the covering from the ark and saw that the surface of the ground was dry. 4 By
the twenty-seventh day of the second month the earth was completely dry. ** Then God said to Noah, 1 “Come
out of the ark, you and your wife and your sons and their wives. ¥ Bring out every kind of living creature that is
with you—the birds, the animals, and all the creatures that move along the ground—so they can multiply on
the earth and be fruitful and increase in number on it.” (NIV)

6. Noah made a SACRIFICE to the Lord.

Genesis 8 2° Then Noah built an altar to the Lord and, taking some of all the clean animals and clean birds, he
sacrificed burnt offerings on it. 22 The Lord smelled the pleasing aroma and said in his heart: “Never again will |
curse the ground because of humans, even though every inclination of the human heart is evil from
childhood. And never again will | destroy all living creatures, as | have done. (NIV)

7. God gave Noah new DIRECTIVES.

Genesis 9 Then God blessed Noah and his sons, saying to them, “Be fruitful and increase in number and fill the
earth. 2 The fear and dread of you will fall on all the beasts of the earth, and on all the birds in the sky, on every
creature that moves along the ground, and on all the fish in the sea; they are given into your
hands. 3 Everything that lives and moves about will be food for you. Just as | gave you the green plants, | now
give you everything. (NIV)

8. God made a COVENANT with Noah and all living creatures.

Genesis 9 8 Then God said to Noah and to his sons with him: ° “I now establish my covenant with you and with
your descendants after you % and with every living creature that was with you—the birds, the livestock and all
the wild animals, all those that came out of the ark with you—every living creature on earth. 1| establish my
covenant with you: Never again will all life be destroyed by the waters of a flood; never again will there be a
flood to destroy the earth.” *2 And God said, “This is the sign of the covenant | am making between me and you
and every living creature with you, a covenant for all generations to come: 131 have set my rainbow in the
clouds, and it will be the sign of the covenant between me and the earth. ** Whenever | bring clouds over the
earth and the rainbow appears in the clouds, 1* | will remember my covenant between me and you and all living
creatures of every kind. Never again will the waters become a flood to destroy all life. 1 Whenever the
rainbow appears in the clouds, | will see it and remember the everlasting covenant between God and all living
creatures of every kind on the earth.” 7 So God said to Noah, “This is the sign of the covenant | have
established between me and all life on the earth.” (NIV)

FOUR MAJOR TRUTHS

1. Sin has DISASTROUS CONSEQUENCES.

“For everyone has sinned; we all fall short of God'’s glorious standard.” (Rom 3:23, NLT)



2. God has ABSOLUTE POWER.

“Great is our Lord and mighty in power...” (Psalm 147:5, NIV)

3. God is MERCIFUL AND JUST.

“The Lord is good to all, and his mercy is over all that he has made.” (Psalm 145:9, ESV)

“If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and purify us from all
unrighteousness.” (1 John 1:9, NIV)

4. His PLAN ENDURES.

“As it was in the days of Noah, so it will be at the coming of the Son of Man. For in the days before the flood,
people were eating and drinking, marrying and giving in marriage, up to the day Noah entered the ark; and
they knew nothing about what would happen until the flood came and took them all away. That is how it will
be at the coming of the Son of Man.” (Matt 24:37-39, NIV)
