FREEDOM TO STAND FIRM

Galatians 5 It is for freedom that Christ has set us free. Stand firm, then, and do not let yourselves be
burdened again by a yoke of slavery.

Standing Firm means...
1. REJECTING works-based salvation.

Galatians 5 2 Mark my words! I, Paul, tell you that if you let yourselves be circumcised, Christ will be of no value
to you at all. 3 Again | declare to every man who lets himself be circumcised that he is obligated to obey the
whole law. 4 You who are trying to be justified by the law have been alienated from Christ; you have fallen
away from grace.

“Therefore no one will be declared righteous in God'’s sight by the works of the law; rather, through the law we
become conscious of our sin.” Romans 3:20

2. LOVING Christ and others through faith.

5 For through the Spirit we eagerly await by faith the righteousness for which we hope. © For in Christ
Jesus neither circumcision nor uncircumcision has any value. The only thing that counts is faith expressing itself
through love.

Jesus replied: “/Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind.’ This is
the first and greatest commandment. And the second is like it: ‘Love your neighbor as yourself.”
Matthew 22:37-39

3. AVOIDING false teaching and heresy.
7You were running a good race. Who cut in on you to keep you from obeying the truth? & That kind of
persuasion does not come from the one who calls you. ° “A little yeast works through the whole batch of
dough.” 19| am confident in the Lord that you will take no other view. The one who is throwing you into
confusion, whoever that may be, will have to pay the penalty.
“For the time will come when people will not put up with sound doctrine. Instead, to suit their own desires, they

will gather around them a great number of teachers to say what their itching ears want to hear.” 2 Timothy 4:3

4. TRUSTING in God’s saving grace on the cross.
