Exodus: When God Shows Up
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1. God will FINISH what He started.

Exodus 6 Then the Lord said to Moses, “Now you will see what | will do to Pharaoh: Because of my mighty
hand he will let them go; because of my mighty hand he will drive them out of his country.”

Exodus 6 © “Therefore, say to the Israelites: ‘| am the Lord, and | will bring you out from under the yoke of the

2. God’s PURPOSES will always prevail.

Exodus 7 8 The Lord said to Moses and Aaron, ° “When Pharaoh says to you, ‘Perform a miracle,” then say to
Aaron, ‘Take your staff and throw it down before Pharaoh,” and it will become a snake.”

Exodus 7 1° The Lord said to Moses, “Tell Aaron, ‘Take your staff and stretch out your hand over the waters of
Egypt—over the streams and canals, over the ponds and all the reservoirs—and they will turn to blood.” Blood
will be everywhere in Egypt, even in vessels of wood and stone.”?° Moses and Aaron did just as the Lord had
commanded. He raised his staff in the presence of Pharaoh and his officials and struck the water of the
Nile, and all the water was changed into blood. 2 The fish in the Nile died, and the river smelled so bad that the
Egyptians could not drink its water. Blood was everywhere in Egypt.

Exodus 8 ° Then the Lord said to Moses, “Tell Aaron, ‘Stretch out your hand with your staff over the streams
and canals and ponds, and make frogs come up on the land of Egypt.””  So Aaron stretched out his hand over
the waters of Egypt, and the frogs came up and covered the land. 7 But the magicians did the same things by
their secret arts; they also made frogs come up on the land of Egypt.

Exodus 8 Then the Lord said to Moses, “Tell Aaron, ‘Stretch out your staff and strike the dust of the ground,’
and throughout the land of Egypt the dust will become gnats.” ¥ They did this, and when Aaron stretched out
his hand with the staff and struck the dust of the ground, gnats came on people and animals. All the dust
throughout the land of Egypt became gnats. 18 But when the magicians tried to produce gnats by their secret
arts, they could not.



Exodus 82° Then the Lord said to Moses, “Get up early in the morning and confront Pharaoh as he goes to the
river and say to him, ‘This is what the Lord says: Let my people go, so that they may worship me. ?*If you do
not let my people go, | will send swarms of flies on you and your officials, on your people and into your houses.
The houses of the Egyptians will be full of flies; even the ground will be covered with them.

Exodus 9 Then the Lord said to Moses, “Go to Pharaoh and say to him, ‘This is what the Lord, the God of the
Hebrews, says: “Let my people go, so that they may worship me.” 2 If you refuse to let them go and continue to
hold them back, 3 the hand of the Lord will bring a terrible plague on your livestock in the field—on your horses,

donkeys and camels and on your cattle, sheep and goats. 4 But the Lord will make a distinction between the

livestock of Israel and that of Egypt, so that no animal belonging to the Israelites will die.””

Exodus 98 Then the Lord said to Moses and Aaron, “Take handfuls of soot from a furnace and have Moses toss
it into the air in the presence of Pharaoh. ® It will become fine dust over the whole land of Egypt, and festering
boils will break out on people and animals throughout the land.”

Exodus 9%2 Then the Lord said to Moses, “Stretch out your hand toward the sky so that hail will fall all over
Egypt—on people and animals and on everything growing in the fields of Egypt.” 22 When Moses stretched out
his staff toward the sky, the Lord sent thunder and hail, and lightning flashed down to the ground. So
the Lord rained hail on the land of Egypt; ?* hail fell and lightning flashed back and forth. It was the worst storm
in all the land of Egypt since it had become a nation. 2> Throughout Egypt hail struck everything in the fields—
both people and animals; it beat down everything growing in the fields and stripped every tree. 26 The only
place it did not hail was the land of Goshen, where the Israelites were.

Exodus 10*3 So Moses stretched out his staff over Egypt, and the Lord made an east wind blow across the land
all that day and all that night. By morning the wind had brought the locusts; ** they invaded all Egypt and
settled down in every area of the country in great numbers. Never before had there been such a plague of

locusts, nor will there ever be again. > They covered all the ground until it was black. They devoured all that
was left after the hail—everything growing in the fields and the fruit on the trees. Nothing green remained on
tree or plant in all the land of Egypt.

Exodus 1022 Then the Lord said to Moses, “Stretch out your hand toward the sky so that darkness spreads over
Egypt—darkness that can be felt.” 2 So Moses stretched out his hand toward the sky, and total
darkness covered all Egypt for three days. 22 No one could see anyone else or move about for three days. Yet all
the Israelites had light in the places where they lived.

3. Even though we may face antagonism, God has the FINAL SAY.

Exodus 10 %4 Then Pharaoh summoned Moses and said, “Go, worship the Lord. Even your women and
children may go with you; only leave your flocks and herds behind.” 2> But Moses said, “You must allow us to
have sacrifices and burnt offerings to present to the Lord our God. 26 Our livestock too must go with us; not a
hoof is to be left behind. We have to use some of them in worshiping the Lord our God, and until we get there
we will not know what we are to use to worship the Lord.” 2 But the Lord hardened Pharaoh’s heart, and he
was not willing to let them go. 2 Pharaoh said to Moses, “Get out of my sight! Make sure you do not appear

before me again! The day you see my face you will die.” ?° “Just as you say,” Moses replied. “I will never
appear before you again.”
