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Feeling overwhelmed and unseen? 
 
You are seen! God sees you! 
 
Eve means to give life.  
 
Genesis 2:18 “It is not good for the man to be alone. I will make a helper suitable for him.” 
(NIV) 
 
Genesis 1:27 So God created mankind in his own image, in the image of God he created 
them; male and female he created them. (NIV) 
 
God sees you as worthy. 
 
Examples of women God sees as worthy: 

 Sarah (Genesis 17-21) 
 Rahab (Joshua 2) 
 Woman at the well (John 4) 
 Woman who anoints Jesus’ feet (Luke 7:36-50) 

 
 
 
Luke 7:44 “Do you see this woman?” (NIV) 
 
Jesus sees the woman as worthy and he sees you too! 
 
 
 
God sees your sacrifice.    
 
Romans 12:1 Therefore, I urge you, brothers and sisters, in view of God’s mercy, to offer 
your bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and pleasing to God – this is your true and proper 
worship. (NIV) 
 
Examples of women sacrificing for others: 

 Abigail (1 Samuel 25) 
 Tabitha (Acts 9:36-42) 
 Ruth (Ruth 1-4) 

 
 
 
James 1:27 Religion that God our Father accepts as pure and faultless is this: to look after 
orphans and widows in their distress… (NIV) 
 

Naomi sees Ruth and Orpah.   
Ruth sees Naomi. 
Boaz sees Ruth. 
God sees all of them! 
 
 
 
God sees your pain. 
 
Psalm 34:18 God is close to the broken hearted. (NIV) 
 
Matthew 11:28 “Come to me all who are weary…” (NIV) 
 
Isaiah 43:2 “When you pass through the waters, I will be with you; and when you pass 
through the rivers, they will not sweep over you.  When you walk through the fire, you will 
not be burned; the flames will not set you ablaze.” (NIV) 
 
Examples of women whose pain was seen by God: 

 The bleeding woman (Luke 8:40-48) 
 Hagar (Genesis 16) 
 Mary Magdalene (Luke 8:2) 
 Hannah (1 Samuel 1-2) 

 
 
 
Elkanah sees Hannah.   
 
Proverbs 12:18 The words of the reckless pierce like swords, but the tongue of the wise 
bring healing. (NIV) 
 
1 Samuel 1:11 “Oh Lord of Heaven’s Armies, if you would truly look on the suffering of your 
servant, and would keep me in mind and not neglect your servant and give your servant a 
male child, then I will dedicate him to the Lord all the days of his life.” (NIV) 
 
Hannah prays to be seen by God.   
God sees Hannah! 
God sees Hannah’s pain and how he would use her pain! 
 
1 Samuel 2:3 “ …the Lord is a God who knows.” (NIV)   
 
 
 
God sees you! 
God sees you as worthy. 
God sees your sacrifice. 
God sees your pain. 
 
Let’s make sure others see HIM 
through us!
