PM Fundy, Preventative Maintenance Fund, is an account congregants can give
to in addition to giving to the general budget. Money in the PM Fundy account
can be used for unplanned or out of budget maintenance expenses.

For example, when the sprinkler system froze and then busted and flooded the
Narthex, we used money from the PM Fundy account to pay for the mitigation
and reconstruction, as our insurance deductible is $25,000.

We also typically use money from this account for repairing and replacing the
heating and cooling equipment. The Trustees budgeted $25,000 for
Maintenance Repairs and $10,000 for Unplanned Expenses. We have had to
replace three Air Conditioning units in 2025 already, which cost around
$21,000. As of June 30'" we have used about $28,000 of our budgeted money.
That is why the money donated to PM Fundy is as important
as giving to the general fund.
