ABOUT THE POSITION: We're looking for a Graphic Designer | to join our Communications Team.
This is a full-time, hybrid role based in Sacramento, CA (with 1-2 onsite days each week). This role is for
a designer who’s plugged into culture: someone with strong design fundamentals, creative instincts, and
a feel for how visuals show up in real life and online. You'll help shape how Midtown Church
communicates by creating work across social, digital, and print that feels current, thoughtful, and true to
who we are.

In a noisy world, we’re committed to creating work that resonates; design that cuts through, connects
with people where they are, and draws them toward Christ in creative, meaningful ways. We’re looking
for someone who understands social-first content, keeps an eye on what'’s trending (and what'’s tired),
and knows how to turn ideas into visuals that actually reach people. This isn’'t about chasing trends for
the sake of it. It's about serving God and spreading the Gospel with creativity, purpose, clarity, and heart.

This position is well suited for someone who values hands-on involvement, flexibility, and showing up
where the work and people are. While much of the role is design-focused, we believe creative ministry is
strengthened through presence, participation, and shared ownership of the mission.
