How has the Holy Spirit revealed something in your life that you didn’t initially want to see, but later
thanked God for?
e The Holy Spirit Glorifies Christ (John 16:12-15, 17:1-5)
o How can we tell when something is truly Spirit-led versus self-led?
o What does it mean that the Holy Spirit guides us into truth rather than giving us everything all at
once?
o In what ways does our daily life either glorify Christ or quietly glorify ourselves?
