Elohim Speaks into Chaos (Genesis 1:1-3)

What can you learn from this passage?

Elohim Defines Our Identity (Genesis 1:26-27)

to do?
How are we to reflect God’s image? Is there anything in your life that currently
doesn’t reflect His image? What adjustments do you need to make?

What is God revealing to you from this passage?
How does God pursue you?
Why is it significant that the infinite, all-powerful God pursue you?

Do you need to stop running and let Him pursue your heart?
