ENGAGE IN EVERYDAY MOMENTS TOGETHER

Morning Time

When you go into your child’s room, say:
“Good morning, [child’s name]! I see
someone Jesus loves...YOU! And because
Jesus loves you, He will always want to
help you.”

Cuddle Time

Cuddle with your child and pray: “God,
sometimes being a grown-up is hard.
Sometimes being a child is hard. Please
help [child’s name] and me remember
that we can talk to Jesus anytime about
anything and that Jesus will help us.”

Drive Time

While on the go, ask your child to name
their friends. Ask them what they like best
about their friends. Talk about how Jesus
loves us and wants to be our friend forever.

Bath Time

Tell your child to choose some toy friends
that need help getting clean. As your child
cleans their toys during bath time, talk
about how helping is one way to show
someone you love them. That’s why Jesus
wants to help us. Jesus loves us!
