In doing so, the book paints a beautiful portrait of our Savior Jesus. Worship Wednes-

days in Lent and on Maundy Thursday and Good Friday at 10 am and 7 pm.

INVOCATION & OPENING SENTENCES  selected verses of Psalm 106 NLT

P Hear me, merciful and mighty Father, as I confess my bondage to sin and death:

C What I do is not the good I want to do.  

P No, the evil I do not want to do, this I keep on doing.

P when I want to do good, evil is right there with me.  

C In my inner being, I delight in Your law. 

P But I see another law at work in the members of my body, waging war and 

making me a prisoner of the law of sin and death.  

C Who will rescue me from this body of death?  

P Almighty God in His mercy has given His Son to die for you and for His sake 

forgives you all your sins. As a called and ordained servant of Christ, and by 

His authority, I therefore forgive you all your sins in the name of the Father and 

of the T Son and of the Holy Spirit.
