SERMON TITLE: Mission Impossible

KEY PASSAGE

Matthew 19:26 But Jesus beheld them, and said unto them, with
men this is impossible; but with God all things are possible.

Mark 10:27 And Jesus looking upon them saith, with men it is
impossible, but not with God: for with God all things are possible.

Luke 18:27 And he said, the things which are impossible with men
are possible with God.

This passage emphasizes that what is impossible for humans is
always possible with God. These verses highlight God's supreme
power to overcome human limitations and achieve what may seem
unattainable to us. While certain things may be impossible for us
alone, they become achievable through God's power, which
surpasses all human limitations. Ultimately, God's strength
transforms the impossible into the possible, demonstrating His
ability to accomplish what is beyond human capacity.

INTRODUCTION

In the movie “Mission Impossible,” Jim gets the assignment and
puts together a team. Only Jim knows the full mission.

Sometimes, when God gives us a mission, assignment, or vision, we
tend to talk too much or doubt.

Reminder: When the mission seems impossible, remember:

o Psalm 34:7 — “The angel of the LORD encampeth round
about them that fear him, and delivereth them.”

Congregational Response:
o Leader: “Mission impossible.”

o Congregation: “But with God, all things are possible.”
SERMON POINTS

Gideon’s 300 — Mission Impossible

Mission impossible, 300 men going up against the massive Army of
the Midianites and the Amalekites and all the children of the east
lay along in the valley like grasshoppers for multitude; and their
camels were without number, as the sand by the sea side for
multitude. Gideon, knew in order to ensure success, he would need
“Three to One” Gideon’s Army would need to be three times the
opposing Army. But God said I only need 300 men. Mission
Impossible.

Joseph’s Dream — Mission Impossible

thee out of thy country,”

Apostles Freed from Prison — Mission Impossible
. Acts 5:18-19 18 “And laid their hands on the apostles, and
put them in the common prison. 19 But the angel of the Lord
by night opened the prison doors, and brought them forth,”

God’s Promise of Defense
. 2 Kings 19:34 “For I will defend this city, to save it, for
mine own sake, and for my servant David's sake.”

When the Mission Seems Impossible, Remember
. Psalms 34:7 The angel of the LORD encampeth round about
them that fear him, and delivereth them.

Do we understand the power and authority that God has given to
us?

. Luke 17:21 “Behold, the kingdom of God is within you.”

« John 17:14 “I have given them thy word; and the world hath
hated them, because they are not of the world, even as I am
not of the world.

« 1 Peter 2:9 “But ye are a chosen generation, a royal
priesthood, an holy nation, a peculiar people;”

« 1 Peter 2:11 “Dearly beloved, I beseech you as strangers and
pilgrims, abstain from fleshly lusts, which war against the
soul;”

. Hebrews 11:13 “Strangers and Travelers on the earth.”

. Revelation 1:6 “And hath made us kings and priests unto
God.”

BEYOND THE MESSAGE: LIFE APPLICATION

Identify Your “Impossible”
o Take time this week to write down one area in your life
that feels impossible—whether it’s a dream, a
relationship, a financial situation, or a personal struggle.
o Pray over it and ask God to show you how He can make
the impossible possible.

Trust God’s Power Over Your Limitations
o When self-doubt or fear creeps in, remind yourself:
“With God, all things are possible.”
o Meditate on Matthew 19:26 and speak it over your
situation.



Act in Faith, Not Fear
o Take one small step of faith toward that “impossible” thing.
This might mean having a difficult conversation, applying for
a job, forgiving someone, or starting a new habit.
o Trust that God will meet you as you move forward.

Remember Your Identity in Christ
o Reflect on the truth that you are chosen, set apart, and
empowered by God (1 Peter 2:9, Luke 17:21).
o Let this identity shape your decisions and attitude each day.

Surround Yourself with Encouragement
o Share your “mission impossible” with a trusted friend or
small group. Ask them to pray with you and encourage you.
o Celebrate small victories and God’s faithfulness together.

Look for God’s Deliverance
o Keep a journal of ways God shows up in your “impossible”
situations—big or small.
o Give thanks for His presence and provision, even before you
see the full answer.

Declare God’s Promises
o Make it a habit to declare, “But with God, all things are
possible,” whenever you face challenges.
o Let this declaration build your faith and shift your
perspective.

Challenge: This week, whenever you face something that seems too
hard, pause and pray, “Lord, I know this might be impossible for me,
but nothing is impossible for You. Help me trust You and take the
next step.”
