INTRODUCTION 

Sermon Summary: This message teaches us that 
when adversity arises, we must not relinquish our 
confession of faith out of fear or uncertainty about the 
outcome. God has promised to provide for those who trust 
Him, just like Abraham, who was willing to offer his son 
Issac as a sacrifice on Mount Moriah. This act 
demonstrated God’s faithfulness to those who walk by 
faith, and not by sight, even in moments of seemingly 
insurmountable trials.

1. Seek God’s Guidance – James 1:5 

5 If you need wisdom, ask our generous God, and he 
will give it to you. He will not rebuke you for asking. 
 

2. Remember God’s Faithfulness – Lamentations 
3:22-23 
22 The faithful love of the Lord never ends![a]His 
mercies never cease.23 Great is his faithfulness; his 
mercies begin afresh each morning. 
 

3. Wait on the Lord – Psalm 27:14 
14 Wait patiently for the Lord. Be brave and 
courageous. Yes, wait patiently for the Lord. 
 

4. Lean Not on Your Own Understanding – Proverbs 
3:5-6 5 Trust in the Lord with all your heart; do not 
depend on your own understanding. 
6 Seek his will in all you do, and he will show you 
which path to take. 
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5.    Stand Firm in Faith – Exodus 14:13 

13 But Moses told the people, “Don’t be afraid. Just 
stand still and watch the Lord rescue you today. The 
Egyptians you see today will never be seen again. 
 

5. Believe in God’s Provision – Genesis 22:14 
13 Then Abraham looked up and saw a ram caught by its 
horns in a thicket. So he took the ram and sacrificed it 
as a burnt offering in place of his son (Issac).
