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INTRODUCTION 

The “Lone Survivor” is a war film based on the true story 
of Marcus Luttrell, a Navy SEAL who is part of a mission in 
Afghanistan to capture a high-ranking Taliban leader.

Text  

BEYOND THE MESSAGE 

• When surrounded by enemies, fear can grip 
us. But the prophet’s declaration reminds us 
to shift our focus from the natural to the 
spiritual.  

• God’s power exceeds human strength. He 
can confuse, disable, and defeat the enemy 
even when we are outnumbered.  

• Trust that God’s deliverance may come in 
unexpected ways- Confusion, divine 
intervention, or spiritual victory. Recognize 
your situation, shift from fear to faith, ask 
God for spiritual sight, and trust in His 
power to deliver.  

• Faith reveals the unseen. When our physical 
eyes are limited, ask God to help us see with 
spiritual eyes: His army is always present.
