​GENEROUS–The Freedom of Enough​

​Main Points​

​●​ ​Our relationship to money and material things exposes what we really​
​believe about life and eternity.​

​●​ ​The love of money is a trap that ensnares and destroys those who fall​
​into it.​

​●​ ​Generosity is the key to avoiding being ensnared and destroyed by greed.​

​●​ ​“Jesus said again, “Very truly I tell you, I am the gate for the sheep. All​
​who have come before me are thieves and robbers, but the sheep have​
​not listened to them.​​I am the gate; whoever enters​​through me will be​

​only to steal and kill and destroy; I have come that they may have life,​
​and have it to the full.”​​- John 10:7-10​
