Garden Angel Duties

What do Garden Angels do? Duties mostly consist of simply
keeping the garden tidied up and looking beautiful. Garden
Angels are not expected to handle heavier duties and
maintenance such as replantings, heavy weeding, trimming, etc.
These duties are routinely handled by the memorial garden
committee and church staff. Angels are asked to check the
garden on Friday or Saturday and remove leaves, branches, or
other debris by sweeping or using a leaf blower. Other duties can
include removing cobwebs, minor deadheading, and cleaning
benches and other surfaces. Duties will vary depending on
weather conditions - heavy winds/storms will bring more debris
into the garden. Some weeks will require very little maintenance.

Angels are asked to sign up for a week or two beginning in June
and continuing through September. A signup sheet is available in
the Gathering Space. Those interested can also contact the
church office.
