Now Officer Ordination and Installation

Scripture Focus Background: The Apostle Paul reminds the Church that Jesus did not leave the Church alone when he ascended into heaven. Through the Spirit, Jesus called SOME people to serve the Church in such a way that ALL the people of the Church would grow and be equipped to do the work Jesus left the Church to do.
Key Takeaway: SOME are called so that ALL may grow and serve Jesus faithfully.
1. Read Ephesians 4:11-12. Christ equips the Church to help us develop unity; what does He provide? 


b. What is the purpose of these different roles within the Church? 


c. What is the goal?


2. Read Ephesians 4:13. a. List the three ways we are to be “built up.”


b. Now Read Philippians 2:1-4. In your own words, write below the practical steps toward growing together that Paul, the author of Philippians, describes.

c. Read Matthew 11:28-29. What does Jesus say about growing deeper in knowing Him?

d.  Consider the third way we are to be “built up.” Read Colossians 1:24-29, then focus on verses 27-28. As we are growing up in Jesus, what are the “glorious riches” we are to be learning and sharing in everyday life?

3. Reflect on Ephesians 4:14. What are the marks of an “infant” in the faith? What are the marks of those who have matured?


4. Read Ephesians 4:15. What does “speaking the truth in love” mean within the Church Body? What happens when either truth or love is absent?

5. Ephesians 4:1-16 informs us that unity is given by the Spirt AND it is something we must work to maintain. What are some individual practices and some group actions that would help to preserve unity in the Church?
