St. Carlo Acutis 
†A 15-year-old Italian computer expert who taught himself coding, died 

of leukemia in 2006. 

†Known for his love of the Eucharist, he created a Eucharistic miracles 

website. 

†He is the first millennial saint of the Catholic Church, serving as an 

inspiration for many young people. 

Canonized September 7th, 2025 - Along with St. Pier Giorgio 

Frassati, were first saints canonized by Pope Leo XIV. 

†Un experto informático italiano de 15 años que aprendió por sí mismo a programar, murió de leuce-

mia en 2006. 

†Conocido por su amor a la Eucaristía, creó un pagina web de milagros Eucarísticos.

St. Pier Giorgio Frassati 
†Born to a wealthy and influential family in Italy, he died of polio in 1925 

at the age of 24. 

†An avid mountaineer and hiker, he was a member of several charitable 

organizations, including the Society of St. Vincent de Paul. 

†He is one of over 100 incorruptible saints and remains a role model for 

Catholic youths. 

Canonized September 7th, 2025—Along with St. Carlo Acutis, were 

first saints canonized by Pope Leo XIV.
