Theme: The ResurrecƟon is Our
Story, Not Death

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

As we journey through this holy season, the Church
proclaims with great joy a truth that
transforms everything: the Resurrection is our story, not
death. Too often, we live as though death, failure, sin, or
disappointment have the final word. But the empty tomb tells
us otherwise. It reveals that God is always writing a greater
story, one of life, hope, and victory.

Let us reflect on some key moments of the Resurrection that
speak directly to our lives:

1. “While it was still dark”
The Resurrection begins in darkness. Mary Magdalene comes
to the tomb early, while it is still dark. This reminds us that
the journey to faith often begins in confusion, sorrow, fear, or
even doubt. Many of us carry burdens, grief, or uncertainty.
Yet it is precisely in these moments that God begins His
greatest work. Darkness is not the end, it is often the
beginning of encounter.

2. The Stone Was Rolled Away
The heavy stone that sealed the tomb had been moved. This is
not just a physical detail; it is a powerful sign. No obstacle is
too great for God. The stones in our lives, sin, fear, broken
relationships, hopelessness, can be removed by His power.
God breaks down every barrier that separates us from Him
and from one another.

3. The Folded Burial Clothes
The burial cloths left behind in the tomb are quiet but
powerful witnesses. Jesus has no need for them anymore. He
has conquered death and left it behind. Death no longer has
power over Him, and through Him, it no longer has power
over us. He rises not bound, but free.

4. “He Saw and Believed”
When the beloved disciple entered the tomb, he saw and
believed. Faith is not just seeing with the eyes; it is a personal
encounter that touches the heart and mind. The Resurrection
invites each of us into that moment—to see, to trust, and to
believe that Christ is alive and present in our lives today.

5. Seek What Is Above
Because of the Resurrection, our identity has changed. We
are no longer defined by passing, worldly things. Instead, we
are called to seek what is above—hope over despair, mercy
over judgment, love over selfishness. We are a people of the
Resurrection, called to live with a heavenly purpose even
while we walk on earth.

6. Death Is Not the End
As Saint Peter proclaims, Christ is the judge of the living and
the dead. This means our story does not end in the grave.
Death is not a full stop; it is a doorway. Through Christ, we
are promised eternal life. The Resurrection assures us that our
lives have meaning beyond this world.

Dear friends, the Resurrection is not just something that
happened to Jesus, it is something that happens to us. It is our
story. Every time we rise from sin, choose love, forgive, or
hope again, we live the Resurrection.

Let us not live as people of the tomb, but as people of the
empty tomb. Christ is risen, and because He lives, we too
shall live.
