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Lenten Lesson on the Mass –  
Lesson 3: The Tabernacle. 

 
During Lent, the Church invites us to 
rediscover the beauty and meaning of 
the Mass.  One of the most sacred 
places in a Catholic church is the 

Tabernacle. As reflected by Father Rocky’s Lenten lessons on 
the Mass, in the Temple of Jerusalem there was a place 
called the “Holy of Holies,” the innermost chamber where 
only the High Priest could enter. Today, in our Catholic 
churches, the Tabernacle is our “Holy of Holies.” 
 
Inside the tabernacle is the Holy Eucharist, kept in a sacred 
golden vessel and often covered by a veil. Here we believe 
that Jesus Christ is truly present, Body, Blood, Soul, and 
Divinity, under the appearance of bread. 
 
Because of this sacred presence, the Church teaches that the 
tabernacle should be clearly visible, noble, beautiful, safe, 
and secure. In many churches it is placed in the center of the 
sanctuary and can only be opened with a key, reminding us 
of the great reverence due to the Eucharist. 
 
When we enter the church, we genuflect toward the 
tabernacle. This simple gesture is our act of faith, 
acknowledging that the Lord Himself is present among us. 
 
 
 

As Pope Benedict XVI once wrote: “The Holy Eucharist is the 
center of absolutely everything.” 
 
During this Lenten season, let us renew our love for the 
Eucharist. Whenever we come into the church, let us pause, 
kneel, and pray before the tabernacle, remembering that 
Jesus is truly here, waiting for us.
