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Devotion for this Week

Peter reminds us that suffering for Christ is not a strange accident, but a refining fire
that draws us closer to Him. When trials come, we can rejoice—not because the pain is
easy, but because it identifies us with Jesus and assures us that His Spirit rests upon
us. Instead of seeing hardship as punishment, we can embrace it as purpose: evidence
that we belong to Christ and are sharing in His glory.
