Read Daniel 2:1-23
2. Have you ever, like the advisors in Nebuchadnezzar’s court,
faced expectations that felt impossible? How did you respond?

3. How do the reactions of Nebuchadnezzar, his advisors, and
Daniel differ in crisis, and what do they reveal about their trust?

4. Describe Daniel’s approach and response to the decree, and
how does he respond after God answers?

5. Who are the people in your life you can invite to pray with you
in difficult situations?

6. Which attributes of God in verses 20–23 stand out to you
most, and how might they shape your praise this week?
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In Daniel 2:1-23, Nebuchadnezzar is
troubled by a dream and summons
magicians, enchanters, sorcerers, and
astrologers to explain it, but none can.

Nebuchadnezzar demands they tell
him both the dream and its meaning,
offering great reward if they succeed
and death if they fail.

When the advisors admit the task is
impossible for any human on Earth, he
orders all the wise men in Babylon to
be executed.

When Arioch comes for Daniel, Daniel
seeks to understand this harsh decree
and asks the king for time to interpret
the dream. He also gathers Hananiah,
Mishael, and Azariah urging them to
pray and plead for mercy.
 
That night, God reveals the mystery to
Daniel in a vision, and Daniel responds
with praise, exalting God for His
wisdom, power and revelation.

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Devotion for this Week

Sermon Notes:

As we continue in Daniel, we are reminded that crises have a way of revealing where our trust truly
rests. When faced with the impossible, some respond with fear or pressure, but Daniel turns first to
God, inviting others to pray and placing his confidence in the One who holds all wisdom and power.
This passage challenges us to consider whether prayer is our first response or our last resort when life
feels overwhelming. Faith is not the absence of pressure, but the decision to trust God in the middle
of it. We believe that He is able to do what we cannot. It also reminds us that God is not distant in
our uncertainty, but actively present, revealing Himself to those who seek Him. This week, identify a
situation that feels beyond your control and bring it to God in prayer, inviting others to stand with
you in faith. Lord, would you teach us to turn to You first, deepen our trust in Your wisdom and
power, and fill our hearts with praise as we remember that nothing is impossible for You. In Jesus
name that we pray, Amen!
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
