The missionary’s own relationship to God—2 Peter 3:18

Pray that they will not be depending on their own efforts. Pray for victory over Satan. 

The missionary’s physical and emotional life—2 Thessalonians 2:16-17 

Pray for good health—they live and work in difficult climates, disease are prevalent. Pray for safety—travel is often hazardous, whether by air, car 

or foot. Pray for deliverance from depression, discouragement, loneliness. Pray for the missionary’s financial, physical, spiritual and emotional 

needs to be met.
