o THE FOUR BASIC TRUTHS OF THE GOSPEL ARE:
« GOD: GOD CREATED THE WHOLE WORLD AND IT WAS
GOOD. HE IS SOVEREIGN AND WANTS US TO KNOW HIM.
(PSALM 115:3, REVELATION 4:11)
- MAN: OUR SIN (ANYTHING WE THINK, SAY, OR DO THAT
GOES AGAINST GOD) SEPARATES US FROM GOD
(ROMANS 3:23, 5:12)
« CHRIST: JESUS DIED ON THE CROSS AND ROSE FROM THE
DEAD TO SAVE US FROM SIN AND BRING US BACK TO
GOD. (ROMANS 6:23, 5:8, JOHN 3:16)
= RESPONSE: WILL YOU TRUST JESUS AS YOUR SAVIOR AND
LORD? (ROMANS 10:9-10).

IN OUR OUTREACH, WE WILL BE GOING DOOR TO DOOR IN
RESIDENTIAL AREAS OF ABERDEEN. THERE ARE 3 MAIN QUESTIONS TO
GUIDE YOUR OUTREACH. WE'LL THOROUGHLY TRAIN STUDENTS ON
THE THREE QUESTIONS DURING THE TRAINING SESSION. YOU OFTEN
WON'T GET THROUGH THE QUESTIONS. IF IT'S OBVIOUS SOMEONE
DOESN'T WANT TO TALK TO YOU, LET THEM GO.

3.CAN WE SHARE ABOUT WHAT WE'RE LEARNING THIS WEEKEND?
IF THEY SAY YES, SHARE THE GOSPEL. MOST PEOPLE WILL SAY NO,
AND THAT'S OKAY. MANY OF THE PEOPLE WHO SAY YES ARE
ALREADY CHRISTIANS. THEY WILL USUALLY BE SUPER ENCOURAGED
TO SEE YOUNG PEOPLE GATHERING TOGETHER AND GOING OUT
WITH THE GOSPEL.

THE THREE QUESTIONS GENERALLY GO FROM BEING THE EASIEST TO
ASK TO THE HARDEST. MOST STUDENTS WILL BE COMFORTABLE
ASKING FOR DONATIONS. MANY WILL BE COMFORTABLE ASKING FOR
PRAYER REQUESTS—BUT PRAYING OUT LOUD WITH SOMEONE MAY BE
AN EXTRA BIG STEP FOR THEM. PROBABLY THE SMALLEST
PERCENTAGE OF STUDENTS WILL FEEL IMMEDIATELY COMFORTABLE
SHARING THE GOSPEL.
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
