I spent Monday and Tuesday of this week at the Georgia Baptist State Convention. The leadership of 
Georgia Baptists is doing a fantastic job of focusing efforts and resources on reaching the 7 million 
unchurched people in the state of Georgia. Baptisms were up 20% over last year, but even with this 
increase, it is not keeping up with the population growth. Over six million dollars will be invested over 
the next year, planting new and replanting closed churches in Georgia. Because of strong financial 
stewardship, the convention was able to present a check of an additional $500,000 to the International 
Mission Board. Continue praying and know that Georgia Baptists are hard at work for the Kingdom.
