
Day 2: The King Worthy of Praise

Scripture: Luke 19:37-38

Reflection:

The crowds praised Jesus as He entered Jerusalem, recognizing Him as King. Yet their understanding
was incomplete. Jesus is worthy of praise, not because of what we expect Him to do, but because of
who He is: the perfect, sinless Son of God, and because of what He has done in securing our salvation.

Illustration:

People often celebrate athletes, musicians, or leaders for their achievements. However, those
accomplishments fade with time. Jesus alone accomplished what no one else could; He lived a sinless
life and gave Himself as the sacrifice for our sins.

Application:

Evaluate your worship. Is it consistent regardless of circumstances, or does it fluctuate based on how
life is going? Choose one way to intentionally praise Jesus today.

Prayer:

Jesus, You are worthy of all praise. Help me to worship You, not based on my circumstances, but
based on Your unchanging nature. Amen.
