3. Why is it significant that Jesus entered on a donkey rather than a war horse? What does this reveal
about His mission?

4. In what ways do people today try to redefine Jesus according to their own preferences or comfort?

5. What does it practically look like in your life to conform yourself to Jesus rather than trying to conform
Him to you?




6. Why is Jesus uniquely worthy of praise compared to anyone else in history?

7. How does understanding Jesus as the perfect Passover Lamb shape your appreciation for what He
has done?

8. What are some ways you personally express praise to Jesus? How could those grow deeper or more
intentional?

9. Why were the Pharisees opposed to the praise Jesus was receiving? What does this reveal about
spiritual blindness?

10. What does it mean that “even the rocks will cry out” (see Psalm 19 and Romans 1:20)? How should
that impact our willingness to worship?
