Dear Pastor and Friends,

February passed quickly for us. During the month we celebrated two years at NPBC, and we are grateful for how
the Lord continues to bless the ministry. One special highlight was celebrating the baptism of a husband and wife,
Mark and Shaday. It is always a joy to see believers take this step of obedience in their walk with the Lord.

In my adult Sunday School class we are continuing to teach Baptist distinctives, and in our Sunday morning and
midweek services we are studying through the book of Acts. I have greatly enjoyed this study and watching how
God teaches His people the importance of the local church. Please pray with us that the Lord would raise up more
laborers and preachers, and that the men and women attending would step into ministry opportunities.

I am already five weeks into teaching Personal Finance at BBC. We have a great group of students preparing for
the work. This semester we also have seven high school students dual enrolled in the class, three of whom are my
own children. It is exciting to see the lights come on as they discover biblical truths, their relevance today, and the
difference in a Christian worldview regarding earning, spending, and investing as stewards of God’s resources.
